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NETRIS Mobility/Internship Scheme – University of Dar es Salaam (UDSM), Tanzania and the University of West Indies (UWI), Trinidad and Tobago.
Administrative outline:

The mobility programme will operate on the basis of an open and competitive application procedure, whereby all researchers of NETRIS will be eligible to apply for mobility scheme. The selection committee will consist of the Mobility Coordinators and the Project Management Team (7 Local Project Coordinators and the Project Coordinator); the selection decision will be endorsed by the Project Management Committee and the 2 Associates.
General:

· Up to 3 individuals/institution (for both internal and external mobility) – (i.e. 1 MA student, 1- PhD student, 1 Lecturer);

· The applicants have to be affiliated at one of the HEIs involved in NETRIS;

· Research/lecturing interest linked to topics of regional integration;

· The placement can vary from three days for conferences (maximum of five days for conferences; one week teaching and up to one month for research activities;

· The types of mobility: research mobility; teaching/lecturing mobility; conference attendance support;

· Good knowledge of the official language of the host institution and/or conference;
Selection procedure:

· Open call every 6 months; 
· The first call June 2010;

· The applicants have to fill in and sign an  application form;
· The applicants have to submit a course/research description letter and a conference paper/poster acceptance letter;

· For MA or PhD student a recommendation letter from the current supervisor will be  needed;
General Provisions:

· A budget of approximately 2875 EUR/institution;

· Up to 75% of the approved budget will be paid up front; the rest will be paid on submission of a full report at the conclusion of the mission.

· An agreement or note by the hosting university to participate in the mobility scheme and that the candidate will receive some logistical support.
· The ‘intern’ will have to submit a detailed report with the main outcomes of the mobility undertaken; the intern must also agree that the paper/poster presented in a conference will appear on the website of the network.
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NETRIS is funded by EDULINK - the ACP-EU Partnership in Higher Education. EDULINK is a programme financed by the European Union and implemented by the ACP Secretariat.

 NETRIS is coordinated by the College of Europe/UNU-CRIS and involves 7 parteners and 2 associated institutes.
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
